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Preface

What is Scientology? A small handful of harmless cultists, which one does not consider and grant lets best? 
A special development of the American way of life? Or an international organization which exploits and 
suppresses with immoral to criminal methods humans and strives for power in state and society?

For sure is: the argument with Scientology does not concern philosophical or religious questions. The state 
does not interfere with what a person believes. The state may not watch however, if an organization ruins 
humans economically and healthwise, makes them mentally dependent, destroys families and tries to make 
business enterprises and authorities willing instruments of its world conquest plans too make. Scientology is 
a danger for public security and order. 

It is task of the state to protect its citizens. Bavaria compiled therefore 15 comprehensive points. The 
measures of the state are often directed against the system Scientology and not against the individual 
Scientologists, who are often not criminals but innocent victims of this totalitarian organization. We must 
stand and act with advice to their side for them . Bavaria will therefore test a special consultation for 
Scientology victims.

This publication wants to explain the system Scientology in outlines on the basis of 25 questions. Steered 
from Los Angeles Scientology works everywhere in the world in the same manner according to the methods 
of its founder L. Ron Hubbard.

Who thinks he can save himself a thorough argument with this organization and its goals, because for 
example Scientology is based upon science fiction myths or because it names one of its subdivisions as „Sea 
Organization “ underestimates the system. He could be lured on the wrong track laid out from Scientology to 
the deception of the public. Who understood the system,  estimates it correctly, knows the dangers and does 
not become any longer a credulous victim.

The brochure wants to contribute to the fact that everyone can protect itself from Scientology. In addition it 
contains references as well as a list of places and organizations, which are available for consultation.

Furthermore the Internet carries an indispensable amount of information about the Scientology system. This 
supplies the most current information about the world-wide argument with the organization. The Bavarian 
Department of State uses this medium and informs about the measures of the Bavarian state government, 
about press releases and judicial rulings under the Internet address: 
http://www.innenministerium.bayern.de/infothek/scientology. Also the text of this brochure is callable over 
the indicated address in the Internet. (Which is the German version. Translator / Editor.)

The first four editions of the brochure „The Scientology system“ were in each case within short time out of 
print. The now available fifth edition considers all current information, in particular the results (made on 
behalf the Bavarian state government) provided by Heinrich Küfner of the Institut for therapy research (IFT), 
Norbert Nedopil of the psychiatric hospital of the Ludwig Maximilians University Munich (LMU) and Heinz 
Schöch of the Institut for the entire criminologies of the LMU Munich. „Effects and risks to scientific 
expert's assessment unorthodox psycho and social techniques “(expert's assessment) were published at the 
end of of 2002 in the Pabst Publishing Verlag under the title „Health and legal risks at Scientology 
“(Scientology appraisal), ISBN 3-936142-40-8.

The Scientology appraisal describes and evaluates the Scientology organization as well as two mechanisms 
of the therapy of drug-dependent and the Landmark organization. It examines the psychological, physical 
and social effects of the psycho and social techniques used there for the participants and members, and gives 
an extensive representation of the legal problems resulting  from it.
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I. The system Scientology - 25 questions with answers

Question 1: What does the word Scientology mean?

Scientology is a technical term, based on the words „scire “(Latin for: „to know“) and „logic” (on 
Greek „logos “coming from „theory of “). It means „Theory of the knowledge “.

This technical term was used by the US-American science fiction author L. Ron Hubbard as a name 
for his technical theory for the change of humans. 

Question 2: Who was L. Ron Hubbard?

Around L. Ron Hubbard (1911 - 1986) his supporters stretch a network of legends. Hubbard 
appeared in the 40's publicly as a writer of science fiction novels. In the Second World War he - 
following the tradition of the family - served in the US Navy (1). Subsequently, he got into 
psychotherapeutische treatment because of his war employment. There he became acquainted with 
the psychoanalysis Sigmund Freuds and his therapy procedures. From these teachings and other 
psychological concepts Hubbard developed a method for the manipulation of the human psyche. In 
the year 1950 he published a book with the title „Dianetics - the modern science of the mental 
health“, in which he presented these teachings and his procedure (= Dianetics) for personality 
change. He established the „Dianetics centers “and finally the Scientology organization (SO).

Scientology is a technical ideology to the rule over individual humans and the whole society. 
Hubbard called his teachings and technology to the manipulation of human behavior an 
„engineering science“ (2). (See the questions 6 and 8.)

Hubbard during his lifetime on several occasions got into trials and was expelled from different 
countries (3). After Hubbards death - he was seen 1983 for the last time in the public - Scientology 
got into trails alo because of immoral sales methods and criminal activities in democratic societies, 
like legal proceedings in the USA, in Spain, Greece, France, Italy, Germany and in other countries 
to point. (See question 22.)

Question 3: How is Scientology organised?

Scientology presents itself partly openly, partly also covered. Establishments that call themselves 
„churches “, „missions “and „Celebrity Centres “ are immediatley recognized as parts of the 
Scientology organization (SO). „The churches“ are internally called „orgs “(abbreviation for: 
organizations). They have a minimum number of coworkers to sell multi-level courses as well as 
trainings for alleged personality improvement. Smaller units are so called „missions“. For 
prominent ones, artists and VIPs, who are to be treated very good, so called Celebrity Centres are 
established. The upper course stages are not available in Germany. For this one must drive (in 
Europe) to Saint Hill in the proximity of London or to Copenhagen. Courses for higher stages are 
given also in Clearwater in Florida, the highest courses are given on a Scientology-owned ship, the 
„Freewinds “.
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The international center from Scientology is in Los Angeles. From here the whole system is led. 
Scientology indicates for the year 1992 to be represented in 99 countries, to possess world-wide 
1,039 establishments of all kinds and to have approximately 10,000 contractually bound coworkers 
(4).

Scientology with its subsidiary organizations is organized like a company. Subsidiary organizations 
and franchisers, which do not belong to the actual company, i.e. to SO, are strictly controlled 
through commission and franchising contracts (5) (see in the appendix the organisation chart „The 
COMMAND chart OF SCIENTOLOGY “).

Hubbards experiences from his time at the navy reflect in the style of leadership and in the structure 
of the Scientology Organisation. Top officials who left Scientology compare the internal system 
with a military dictatorship (6). The individual coworkers, the so called Staff Members, are 
subjected to rigid control and disciplinary systems that function after the principles of instruction 
and absolute obedience. The management is obliged to lead the on the basis of the Scientology 
Organisation text books about war art and strategic principles. There is a militarily organized elite 
unit (the so called Sea Org), whose members have military ranks. The personnel of this unit 
supports the management, if this get into difficulties while leading the Scientology Organisation. 
Hubbard called himself „admiral“ at last.

Furthermore a number of organizations belong to Scientology: for example the anti-drug 
„NARCONON “, „the Citizins Commision on Human rights“(CCHR), „the Commission on 
Ciminal Rehabilitation Reform en Crime Prevention “(CRIMINON), „the center for individual and 
effective learning“ (CIEL), the trade association „WISE“ and enterprises like that New Era 
publishing house, which publishes books etcetera about Scientology (7). 

Question 4: Who is now in charge of Scientology?

Leader of the organization today is David Miscavige. He manages the so called Religious 
Technology center (RTC), the command center of Scientology. The RTC possesses the rights of all 
„registered trade marks and services “, which are sold by Scientology. The highest authority of this 
company camouflaged as a church (8) is thus a manager. (See question 6 and the family tree printed 
in the appendix)

David Miscavige is „a product“ of scientologic education. He is the son of a Scientologist, who was 
with Hubbards while he was on the „Apollo“ ship. After Hubbards death it came to a merciless led 
struggle for power in the new top management, from which Miscavige came out finally victoriously 
(9). Hubbard „will“ which mentioned his successor as leader of Scientolgy disappeared from the 
public.

Question 5: How many Scientologists are there?

There are no precise estimates how many Scientologists are world-wide active. That is also because 
of the fact that the definition, who is a Scientologist already is difficult. Everyone who took a 
course at Scientology is therefore a Scientologist. In addition the data of Scientology concerning 
numbers of members vary substantially. From the number of sold member magazines however one 
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can make rough estimations of the number of courses taken. The upper limit of the world-wide 
active Scientologists might be maximally 125,000; Scientology speaks of eight million. For 
Germany in the newest estimates a number of 5.000 to 6,000 supporters is accepted.

Scientologists do not measure however the impact force of their organization alone at the number of 
their members. Scientology again and again reminds its parishioners of the history of the South 
American revolutionary Simon Bolivar, who once brought Venezuela under control with only 150 
like-minded ones.

Furthermore management coaches who use training techniques of Scientology without being 
employees of the company or members of the “international combination of the Scientologists“ 
(IAS), thus approve of the ideas by L. Ron Hubbard and his ideology and spread its techniques, are 
called „Hubbardists“ and speak of „Hubbardism“. 

Question 6: Is Scientology a religion?

Scientology understands itself internally as an organization from psycho and social engineers, 
which act after „scientific results“ and „repair“ humans . (See question 8.)

In Dianetic Auditor's Bulletin, Volume I, Nummer 4, October 4th, 19550 it says about  „Dianetics“:
“Dianetics is a science, as such it has no opinion about religion, for sciences are based on material  
laws, not opinions.“

Scientology appears to the public however as a „church “and „religious community “and calls its 
coaches, the so called auditors, „clergyman“. These religious designations are legally not protected 
in Germany. Therefore each group can use them - independent of its actual objective. 

L. Ron Hubbard declared the organization only for tactical reasons as a religious community. The 
coat of the religion served to more easily repel critics and to get the organization privileges received 
from the state to do better business.

The high-ranking Scientologist Robert Vaughn Young reported in the year 1994 that he had the task 
in the 70's in San Francisco to organize the deception of the public a pseudoreligious front for the 
Scientology establishments. Parts of the deception are for example carrying collars as with catholic 
priests or the building of a chapel. Also the choice of the religious designation „Scientology 
Church“ aimed at deceiving the national authorities (10).

The reports by Robert Vaughn Young are confirmed by the following expressions of the 
Scientology organization (SO): „Attacks can be stopped clearly thereby: we must be religious in 
nature and in body status.“ (11)… „remember churches are regarded as reformgroups. Therefore we 
must also look like a reform group.“ (12)… „the only reason, why LRH (= L. Ron Hubbard) created 
the church and worked with it, was the selling of Dianetics and Scientology to the people of this 
planet…, since he could not manage alone to train and audit 2.5 billion people. That is the only 
reason why there is the church. And that is the only point why we manage her… this point is selling 
and supplying material and services at customers.“ (13) 

Scientology itself appoints to a decision of the American revenue office from the year 1993, 
according to which the organization in the USA was exempted from the tax. Scientology argued, 
thus it was officially recognized as religious community in the United States. However, an official 
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acknowledgment of an organization as religious community is not at all possible in US-American 
law and is not present therefore in the case of Scientology. Tax exemptions can be comparatively 
easily attained in the USA. Stamp collecting societies, societies for the prevention of cruelty to 
animals, literature societies, „the church Satan“or neo-nazi groups received tax exemptions also. 
From research of the „The New York Times “and people who blew Scientology it follows that 
Scientology got the tax exemption after struggles with the IRS that took many years by means of 
dirty methods. After these reports Scientology had spied on the private lives of a multiplicity of 
coworkers in the IRS and harrassed them with trials (14).

Against the status of a religious community it speaks also that the Scientology organization is not 
open for all. After own stating it refuses accepting patient and unstable persons as members. 

The German Federal Government represents therefore the view that Scientology is not a religion or 
a world view community in the sense of the constitution (15).

The Federal Labor Court (Bundesarbeitsgericht, translator) decided with resolution of March 22, 
1995 that the self-assessment of Scientology to be a church is only a pretext for the pursuit of its 
economic interests and stated that Scientology does not represent „religion or a world view 
community in the sense of the art. 4 and 140 constitution in connection with art. 137 of Weimar 
Reichsverfassung“ (16). The Federal Labor Court followed thereby the legal maxims of the Federal 
Constitutional Court (17) (Bundesverfassungsgericht, translator), according to which the self-
assessment of an organization as religion is not crucial: „Rather it must also actually concern, in 
mental content and outside appearance, a religion and a religious community. “

Also the Scientology appraisal comes to the result that Scientology is not religion or a world view 
community in the sense of the constitution (18). The question of the religion characteristic is not 
however in the long run crucial for the argument with Scientology; because also religious 
communities in the free democratic state have to adhere to the law and to respect the democratic 
order.

Question 7: What is Scientology's goal?

The goal pursued by Scientology and formulated by L Ron Hubbard is as follows: „A civilization  
without mental disorder, without criminals and without war, in which the able can be more 
successful and honest, and can have honest rights…“ (19) 

At these at first sight only positive formulations the true face of the system Scientology becomes 
recognizable. Because „mentally ill“, according to Hubbard, are all that did not undergo the 
Scientologic procedures. „Criminals“ for Scientology are those, who place themselves against 
Scientology. In order to reach its final goal, Hubbard recommended the following strategy (20):

„Planning for Scientology is so put on that the able ones are made abler, while the unable ones are 
left for the time being, until we built the correct institutes for them. If we make that, we grow. If we, 
as some unwise people do, help the unable ones an the helpless ones, we able will not be to in front-
walk fast enough or highly enough.“

In a future scientologic society („Scientocracy “) thereafter not all humans would have fundamental 
rights as guaranteed to them by the constitution, but only „the honest“. And the ruling powers of 
Scientology determine who they are. From this planning Hubbards can be inferred that its new 
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civilization would not be a free society, but a dictatorship.

Behind the alleged reform program to „clarify“ the world („CLEAR planet “) stands the final goal 
of the seizure of power over the world. All humans are to be transformed in the context of the 
scientologic „reform program“ by means of Hubbardistic psychotechnics and those with which this 
does not succeed are to be kept as „a spirit patient“ in institutes after the seizure of power . 
Scientology already today operates institutes in Europe (Great Britain, Denmark), in the USA and 
in Australia for „Failures” of their elite unit „Sea Org “ under the name „RPF “(Rehablitation 
Project Force) , in order to reeducate them with hard labour and brainwashing techniques. In 
addition Hubbard specified exact guidelines (21). Similarly harsh measures are subjected to young 
people in their training as Sea Org members. In addition, simple employees of the Scientology 
organization (SO) who “failed” can be “reeducated” using twisted methods in the framework of the 
DPF (= Deck Project Force) - program (22). See question 14.

Scientology states not to be political. Ideology and practice of the Scientology Organisation show 
however the fact that it pursues a requirement for autocracy and wants to seize political power (23). 
A new civilization is to be created, which includes entire mankind. This is done „by the application 
of the technology of Scientology“ (24). (See question 8.) In addition new humans - scientologic 
superhumans - are necessary, who are subjected to Hubbards technology in the Scientology learning 
laboratories. By means of drill they are educated to blind obedience in relation to the system. Also 
suppresive persons (those are system deviationists, opponents and critics) are also to be „handled“, 
i.e. subject them tot the inconsiderate methods of the psychodrills and psychoterror. According to 
Scientology a true perfect democracy is only possible in a society of „CLEARs “- Scientologists 
straightened on the system (25). Thus Scientology raises the claim form absolute truth typical for 
totalitarian organizations. Only „CLEARs“ could save the world from the destruction (see question 
8) .

Norbert J. Potthoff, who earlier was active in the topmanagement of Scientology, reported  to a 
commission of the Bundestag (German Congress) in hearings in the year 1991 on the topic „youth 
sects to the committee of the Bundestag for women and youth“ that Hubbard in guideline letters and 
publication IC relation guidelines gave concrete instructions for the infiltration of socially active 
groups („GUNG-HO “- strategy) (26). Also Scientology gives special guidelines for the infiltration 
of government agencies, authorities and police to make them compliant. The instructions mentioned 
are available to the German security authorities now (27). A proof for it is for example the 
campaign in accordance with the operation paper „crusade 1991“ against delegates of the German 
Bundestag, who participated in the hearing specified above. Scientology according to operation 
paper promised rewards for putting delegates of the hearings under pressure. The highest reward 
was promised to the one which arrives into the hearing (28). Already the statement by the public 
prosecutor's office at the regional court Munich in the middle of the 80's resulted from written 
proofs and a multiplicity of further reference points that the organization used with means used by 
secret services spied critics in Munich and tried to make opponents shut up with unfair means (29). 
Further operation papers on the infiltration of the substantial social ranges in the state came up.

Scientology links political and economic goals. By the marketing of courses and publications as 
well as with the profits from enterprises, which are led after the defaults Hubbards, the Scientology 
Organisation creates for itself the economic basis for its world-wide organizational expansion as 
well as the spreading of its totalitarian ideology and practice.

Who begins to train at Scientology, gets - after their own self understanding - no faith contents 
offered, but self-experience courses and personality trainings. The Scientology Organisation does 
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not publish the highest course stages. Only functionaries and auditors can know that Scientology 
pursues totalitarian ideological goals. The customers, who are not coworkers in the Scientology 
Organisation, do not know this background usually, particularly since they are deceived by the 
propaganda of the organization over the true goals of Scientology. (See also question 18.)

Question 8: How does Scientology look at the human person?

L. Ron Hubbard stated to have found out that humans consist of three parts: body, understanding 
and spirit nature. He called the spirit nature, the „Self“ of humans, after the Greek letter „Thetan“. 
The Thetan “inhabits a body and possesses an understanding, which splits up into one „reactive“ 
and into one „analytic“ part. In „the reactive“ part all negative painful experiences are stored in so 
called „engrams“, in the form of electrical loads. „The reactive“ mind holds „the analytic“ mind, 
which is responsible to positively act to get solutions for a problem. Thus one produces inhibited 
behavior which is defined as senseless acting. So after Hubbards theory all humans would possess a 
„reactive“ mind, and all Non-Scientologists are „inhibited“ as long as they are not released by 
scientologic procedures to be „CLEARs“ (clarified), . Non-Scientologists are a potential danger for 
the society, because they are not responsible. (See question 10.)

„We can thus conclude due to genuine proofs that the first true democracy will arise, if we freed 
each individual from its malicious reactive impulses. “ (30)
L. Ron Hubbard.

The spirit nature, „the Thetan “, cannot die in principle, can freely move in space and time and can 
even create subjects by its intention only. The goal of the scientologic procedure is it to return „to 
the Thetan“ again and regain full capacity to act, which it cannot at present. In a first step it is valid 
to eliminate „the reactive“ mind. If this happened, humans are „CLEARs “, thus clarified or 
liberated from „negative blockades“. Afterwards so called „the OT-stages” follow in further steps 
(OT stands for „operating Thetan “). Here (see question 12) it is the spirit nature gets its unlimited 
abilities back. This Hubbard called the way „the bridge to the complete freedom “. (See question 9.)

In the contradiction to this „Thetan“-ideology stands the system of Scientology basic technique 
teachings („technology “). It assumes humans are to be served like a machine. New humans who 
can be produced by the scientologic procedures, the Scientologists, are according to Hubbard 
„products“, which must be brought by the trainings from the still imperfect „0“ up to the perfect 
„product 8“ (31).

According to this man-machine model Hubbard understood himself as „an engineer “(32). In his 
writings he stresses his proximity to Sigmund Freud; starting point for „Dianetics“ is however 
rather an American behavior and learning theory (behaviorism) (33) as well as a theory on control 
and expirations of communication in organisms and machines (cybernetics) (34). Hubbard transfers 
the mechanical engineering model of control, to communication and of the learning from the 
cybernetic teachings on humans. Therefore he treats humans like an incorrectly programmed 
computer, which must only be programmed again. 

The trainings for „personality development“ at Scientology remind from there frequently of 
machine procedures, how they are accomplished with the programming of a robot. The endless 
repetitions of certain exercises have similarity with a drill. The interhuman relations are treated like 
technical operational sequence. The auditors use auditing sessions for better „functioning“ of the 
man-machine without consideration for privacy, and help the customer in the scientologic technique 
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laboratory in the auditing sessions allegedly delete his self-determinated „engrams“, i.e. its incorrect 
data, and make so „the people computer“ „CLEAR“ (35). (See question 10). Hubbard compared the 
CLEAR with a perfectly functioning machine, which could wait itself. 

In order to transform the customer to the man-machine compassion, a natural basis for human 
acting, is pulled from him. According to Hubbard compassion reduces „the survival potential“. On 
its table of subjective grades for emotions, which becomes „clay/tone scale “, which covers 40 
units, compassion therefore is classified only with the value of 0,9, thus completely derogatorily.

Question 9: What is “The Bridge”?

Who follows Scientology must follow an exactly marked training way in order to reach the final 
goal „OT “of the highest stage. It begins in general with a communication course, in which certain 
abilities are trained, which are necessary for the further scientologic training path. (See the 
questions 8 and 12.) This is accompanied by a so called „purification rundown “, which is to release 
the body of all environmental influences and drugs (also atomic radiation). This „purification 
rundown “consists of strenous saunavisits for hours, which can be health-endangering, and of the 
use of extremely high vitamin doses.

Long auditing meetings follow. „Auditing“ is a psychotechnic, with which the condition „CLEAR“ 
is to be achieved. After that come the courses for „the OT-stages“ form OT I up to (see question 10) 
the highest at present offered stage OT VIII on. The stage OT VIII is not however the final stage, 
which is to return the awarded abilities „to the Thetan” because above OT VIII are conceived on the 
training plan „the bridge to the complete freedom (Scientology classification, grading and 
consciousness map of the stages and certificates)“ still further stages, which are to be sold only in 
the next years to the customers and are now in the drawers of the topmanagements.

Who takes up of first up to the last course all services perhaps must pau amounts of several 
hundredthousand euros (36), even if price deductions are taken up due to a membership in „the 
international combination of the Scientology“ (IAS) or a cooperation in the organization. 

Some customers can develop immediately an addiction for further courses due to the training. Since 
the position of a coach or a solicitor in the system Scientology depends of the number of sold 
trainings („production “), one recruits and one sells inconsiderately. Whether one is a good or bad 
Scientologist results in itself from the result from book and training sale, measured by means of 
statistics. The way on „the bridge“ is based on free decision in the rarest cases. One is usually 
enticed by the refined employment of psycho and social technology to the purchase of further 
trainings and pushed and pulled continually to using methods of dubious selling techniques - the 
sales methods the Scientology Organisation uses are also called  „HARD SELL“. 

Question 10: What is auditing?

Auditing (derived from latin „audire “= hear) is the relevant psychotechnic which is used by 
Scientology to change humans. The auditing serves to tighten the customers into the system and for 
that to keep the system „working“. After Hubbards theory painful experiences, if they are again 
evoked by reminding, are to become brought to the disappearance („deleted “). According to 
Scientology these painful experiences - Hubbard mentioned them „engrams“ - are the main cause 
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for psychosomatic suffering. In addition „immoral“ behavior, sexual perversion or social failure to 
fellow men have according to Hubbard found their reason in such engrams. By auditing all these 
engrams are to be eliminated - like the wrong programming of a computer – and  reprogramming 
must be done to be able. (See question 8.)

In the auditing procedure the „Preclear“ and the auditor, the scientologic psycho technologist, sit 
opposite. „The Preclear“ (PC) must communicate to the auditor all his negative experiences in a 
cross-examination-similar procedure, who writes down in the so called minutes the process of his 
life, all problems, but above all also his misdemeanours and preferences. As controller thereby 
serves a so called „E-meter“, (see question 11) a psychogalvanic reaction equipment, which 
measures the skin resistance. Colloquially such devices are also called „liedetector“. The preclear is 
brought in the beginning to the meeting into a praehypnotic condition by the auditor, in order to 
facilitate the audit-procedure and get the pre-clear to be able to „confess“ secrets, most intimate 
events and heavy misdemeanours.

Hubbard in a lecture in the year 1961 expressed secrets are the causes of all aberrations and the 
opponents of communication. The large aberrational factor of the present is the necessity to have 
secrets. As long as the preclear has secrets that he does not want to communicate, he will not 
improve (37). 

All „confessions“ of the preclear during the auditing are held in minutes of the meeting and the 
details are noted with the utmost care. Subsequently, the data are passed on to a „case supervisor“ 
for investigation. Thus the preclear for Scientology becomes a „glass“ human. Scientology states to 
the public to treat the auditingminutes as confidential. Contrary results however are there from 
internal instructions of the Scientology organization (SO) (38) and statements of people who blew 
Scientology. Since the Scientology Organisation possesses a collection of intimate data of its 
customers won in the auditing, these must fear this intimate data by the organization to be extorted 
if they proceed against it. (See question 20.) 

Question 11: What is an e-meter and how does it work?

The „E-meter“ uses a natural principle of the human skin; it measures its electrical resistance. In 
addition the test person must take to two metallic things into his hands. Concerning this a weak 
electric current is then sent by the body. At a measuring instrument then the skin resistance can 
from be read off a scale. 1888 already French researchers had found out that the skin constantly 
changes its electrical resistance. The mental conception of a frightening or joyful event causes the 
skin resistance to change. On this result the development of liedetector devices such as the so called 
polygraf is based. Since however these indicate only emotional fluctuations, but cannot recognize 
which kind of emotion is present (joy or fear), their use as „the lie detector“ is limited to sessions in 
which the cross-examined one does not want to reveal himself. 

Scientology uses „E-meters“ to pinpoint unpleasant points („engram“) for customers and allegedly 
help the customers to delete these. With so called „security examinations“ (see the questions 8 and 
10) that the customer must do before higher course stages can be taken, the „E-meter “is used as a 
check of the candidate in addition than more genuinly „lie detector“ (39). In addition Scientology 
uses „E-meters“ as check for the examination of a success in learning, if the theory and certain 
behaviors in small steps are taught to the customer by means of twisting (programmed learning and 
conditioning) (40).
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With such learning the danger of a drill exists. It can also come here to so called drillneuroses (41). 
Scientology uses „E-meters“ also beyond that as genuine cross-examining instrument outside of its 
psychotechnic change practice, in order to determine „crimes“ against the system. People who blew 
Scientology reported of procedures beneath human dignity in the form of nonstop auditing sessions 
which drag on over hours. A goal of the auditing session is the complete subjection of the  suspect 
(42).

Question 12: What are the OT-levels?

At the beginning of the trainings the Scientology organization (SO) gives the impression as if it 
would concern the improvement of the personal situation of the particular. Soon however - at the 
latest with reaching of the degree „CLEARs “- one experiences that one is committed now „to 
surviving“ entire mankind. Since the only rescue of mankind exists in Scientology, one of the goals 
„of the OT-stages“ (OT = „operating Thetan“) is, to create scientologic superhumans for the 
creation of a new world order. Only into that (see the questions 8 and 10) „OT-stages“ the 
Scientologist becomes also with the actual objective of Scientology, which is world conquest. For 
the stage OT III Hubbard developed the science fiction myth of the bad ruler „Xenu“, who is 75 
million years ago ruler of a galactic confederation consisting of 21 suns and 76 planets. He solved - 
according to Hubbard – the problem of the overpopulation by bringing to earth billions of humans. 
Here they should commit planetary suicide then by the development of the modern technical 
civilization and by the use of atom bombs. Scientology wants to prevent this world disaster scenario 
in the intergalactic war, which still persists now (43). 

This science fiction myth created by Hubbard („the mystery “) helps the Scientology Organisation 
first to make convincing for the public that Scientology acts around a religion. In addition, 
customers make themselves curious and Scientology is able to lure them into the system. In his 
teaching materials on marketing Hubbard revealed the purpose of „mystery“ as manipulative 
advertising technology for the seduction of customers (44). A substantial training goal with OT-
training is it to produce in a condition of changed awaken consciousness unusual experiences with 
the test person, as for instance experiencing the so called Exteriorisation. Independent of a faith 
such experiences are releasably with many humans by means of certain psychotechnics (hypnosis, 
meditation, hyperventilation, drug consumption etc.) (45). With the inappropriate employment of 
the techniques mentioned it can come to serious health damage (46), in particular if these methods - 
like this at Scientology obviously happens – are to be used excessive or at the punishment („Black 
Dianetics “) (47). 

Question 13: How does Scientology get people into its system?

There is no certain group which is addressed by Scientology or which feels addressed by 
Scientology. Neither young nor older people, neither poor nor rich, neither less educated nor 
university graduated are protected from being addressed by the offer Scientology has. The 
mechanics of the system function similarly as a staggered array (= case to fishing): one comes into 
the system and believes himself free. If one would like to turn around however, the retreat is 
blocked. 

Usually a first contact with the Scientology organization (SO) arises in the forwarding of the 
propaganda material that the Scientology Organisation uses to overflood Germany since years, or as 
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a result of a contact on the street. Scientology searches in its recruitment strategy - usually with the 
help of a personality test - to subjectively felt weak points at its potential customers. (See question 
14.) That can be, for example, the inability to speak before public, the discontent with vocational 
progress or the desire to extend and improve your abilities. Scientology offers apparently an 
individually set up assistance offer to new prospective customers; in addition beginner courses are 
for all situations in life (e.g. „course for the improvement of the life “; „work made easier “; „being 
successful as parents “; „leading a happy marriage“; „About on and off in the life“ or „a 
communication course “). In these courses one gets trapped into the scientologic thinking 
framework piece by piece - consisting of an own ideology and a technical special purpose language 
and into the technical action system. (See the questions 15 and 17) Thereby the Scientologists use 
the basic needs of humans after allowance, contacts, fearlessness, security, explanation samples and 
success. Scientology arouses the impression in the entrance phase to be able to deliver a competent 
assistance offer by a conclusively working concept, which promises the removal of all subjectively 
as disturbing, unpleasantly or intolerablly noticed feelings (fears, uncertainties, weakly developed 
self value feeling etc.) and from this resulting behaviors in occupation, partnership or circle of 
friends. 

The new customer believes to be „master of the happening“ with the self-experience exercises and 
role performances. He will however fast, without noticing it, be the ball of the system. The 
functionaries opposite to the customer however are also steered by the system in their behavior. The 
Scientology Organisation forces its “employees” with the methods with the carrot (financial reward 
= commission) and the stick (menace of „ethics “- measures and their execution) too „produce“ i.e. 
to sell books, courses and accomplish trainings. (See the questions 15 and 16.) The customer must 
count regularly to get an “offer” to buy with dubious methods, arranged services and articles such 
as, for example, books, cartridges and „E-meters “.

The Scientology Organisation arises to the customer opposite in completely different roles:
 As shop assistant and trainer of personality development and management techniques 

(without appropriate information it is often not recognizable for the customer that he is 
trained according to scientologic management principles);

 As enterpreneur, which looks for personnel for advertisement, sale and training.
 As apparently selbstlos acting social reformer, that is into „improvement “of the society. 

In addition, employees can be pulled into the Scientology system by their employer, entrepreneur or 
personnel chief. Often this happens over „further training courses“ in which the employees are 
introduced into the scientologic technology. Reference points that the enterprise is led after 
scientologic management principles can be among other things: partially injuring control 
techniques, inhuman achievement printing, the guidance of „ethics documents”, so called “beside 
the normal personnel documents, the obligation of the coworkers to write over colleagues 
„knowledge reports“ for denunciation the firm point. (See the questions 16 and 21.) 

In the same way increased watchfulness is required in the services of the personnel development, 
which concern operational organization and operational communication (establishment of 
communications networks, production of software etc.) at the time of the conclusion of contracts. 
Because thus scientologic companies have the possibility of exerting influence on the enterprise 
placing the sales order and its coworkers. 
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Question 14: Does Scientology brainwash people?

By the term brainwashing the psychological and social manipulation techniques with which the 
Scientology organization (SO) transforms the customer's personality and makes him to a 
functioning element of the system are seized only insufficiently. Because the Scientology 
Organisation has a whole arsenal more gradated (see question 11 and source reference 39.) soft and 
hard manipulation techniques (48). However also the use of brainwashing techniques belongs to it. 
For all is known, to this procedure at present only Sea of Org members have to submit themselves if 
they failed. (See question 7.) 

By brainwashing in the classical sense is understood a kind of torture for political prisoners or 
prisoners of war, with whom either a fictitious confession or a complete reversal of political 
thinking and the will is aimed at and often also reached. The effects on that prisoners exist among 
other things in nonstop auditoning, sleep and meal withdrawal, long more continuously, often 
rhythmic psychological provoking, threats and promises. The prisoners are shifted thereby into the 
condition of decreased consciousness, increased influenceableness and inability to express their 
desires. 

After research for many years the Canadian sociologist Stephen A. Kent came to the conclusion that 
the stay in the Rehablitation Project Forces serves as a way of personality shaping by means of 
brainwashing techniques (49). (see question 22 (case Wollersheim) and the questions 11, 12 and 
16.) In the framework of a thought out sanction system however also outside of the penal 
establishments every now and then methods are used, which remind of the procedures of a 
brainwash. 

A new customer receives first nothing from penal establishments and the totalitarian control and 
control system dominant in the organization. The integration into the scientologic thinking and 
behavior system happens gradually. First by a pseudoscientific test (Oxford Capacity Analysis) and 
then by test-trainings doubts about the past explanation samples and life circumstances of the 
customer are waked. But alternative, very simple explanations and self estimates are certainly 
supplied. These simple explanations develop on a collection from well-known psychological, 
esoterischen and layman-psychological theories, so that the customer finds terms partly trusted 
again, which are interpreted now in the scientologic sense. Straight from the initial courses „positive 
experiences“ are produced, (see question 15) their success with scientologic explanation samples to 
be justified. Thus one sits for example in the communication course minute, occasionally rainless 
for hours a coach opposite and looks him into the eyes. The artificial stress, to which one is exposed 
thereby, changes itself into a condition of the euphoria, if one successfully existed the course. This 
high feeling serves the Scientology organization (SO) in order to arouse the impression, as if all 
problems and concerns let themselves transform owing to scientologic technology into a permanent 
high feeling.

The educational pressure, which exercises the Scientology Organisation by „ethics“, plays an 
important role for the control and control of outside behavior and internal attitude - system on the 
customers. (See question 16.) The former Scientologist Potthoff, who became acquainted with the 
system Scientology exactly as top-flight manager, stated his experiences with scientologic training 
in a hearing on 6 December 1993 in the federal state parliament of Bad Württemberg as follows 
(50):

“My own experiences with the purification rundown, the communication training and the auditing 
have led to the fact that I reject this scientologic procedure fundamentally. I see therein a heavy 
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manipulation of humans, particularly to one in this condition a new language is entered also at the 
same time. In this condition humans are brought on ideas, which would have normally never had 
them. The humans get into so serious changes of the personality that one leaves his family, 
separates from woman and children, gives up study, ruines his own company and that one commits, 
in order to get auditing money, and among other things to,  even criminal actions obtained by 
devious means, becomes dishonest and ends up into a kind procurement crime.“ 

Only so it is to be explained that coworkers of Scientology on instruction expose themselves 
without large resistance to the evil and degrading procedures in prison camps of the organization. A 
deep-going (see question 15) scientific investigation of the methods of the psychomanipulation used 
by Scientology was initiated by the Bavarian state government and is meanwhile available as 
„Health and legal risks at Scientology“. 

Question 15: Is the redefinition of the term „ethics“ by Scientology 
compatible with the value order of the constitution?

The conventional understanding of „ethics “- as wanting and acting humans a positively coining / 
shaping set of standards and values - does not have anything to do with the redefinition of this term 
by the Scientology organization (SO). 

L. Ron Hubbard defined four different categories of „unethical behavior“: „Errors, offenses, crimes 
and heavy crime “(51).

 „Errors “are smaller unintentional omissions or mistakes.
  „Offenses “are to be - according to Hubbard - for example: impolite or stubborn behaviour, 

refusing a safety check at „the E-meter“ to not be able to be audited despite arrangement by 
higher command, or the wasting of funds. (See the questions 10 and 11)

 „Crimes“ are in Scientology definition for example to suspend Scientology or Scientologists 
of a danger; causing disobedience; plot local activities, in order to rob a superior of his 
power or his position; refuse to accept punishments imposed from the Scientology 
Organisation itself; make ridiculous materials or guidelines of the Scientology or to 
surrender it to contempt and scorn“.

 The break with the everyday understanding of the term ethics becomes still clearer with by 
Hubbard defined „heavy crimes “. Like that it is in the Scientology logic a heavy crime, „to 
turn away publicly from Scientology“. Heavy crimes are also „not approved possessing, 
using, copying, pressures or publishing of confidential materials of Dianetics and 
Scientology; public expressions against Scientology; to deliver hostilely certification before 
national or public investigations of Scientology in order to suppress the Scientology; to 
deliver Scientologists on demands of the civilian or criminal law authorities without giving 
justifiable protection or to insert legal protest; legislation or regulations, to recommend 
regulations or laws which are aligned to the suppression of the Scientology “(52). 

That can have as a consequence that Scientologists, which stand in a service relationship with civil 
service status opposite their service management are allowed only to give censored statements on 
Scientology. They may themself accordingly get into activities that Scientology critically examines. 
From this reason they - if Scientologist does not want to commit „heavy crime“ - are in a loyalty 
conflict between national authority and their obedience obligation in relation to the imposed system 
Scientology. 

„Ethics“ according to Hubbards ideology is equivalent to total obedience, suppression and 
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obligatory re-education by means of draconic punishments, for Sea Org members in RPF (= 
rehablitation Project Force) penal buildings. It is the core of the repressive totalitarian system 
Scientology. This becomes clear if one regards the contents of the redefined term „on the 
scientologic ethics“; the purpose of „ethics“ is to remove „adversaries from the environment“ (53) 
(see question 17). That means that all thinking and acting that stand Scientology in the way is to be 
eliminated. This „ethics“-term follows also Hubbards moral, which is committed to a strict „black-
and-white thinking“ and which in a plural society prevents indispensable open dialogue. „Good“ is 
only which uses Scientology and its spreading; „bad“ or „unethic“ is all that stands the propagation 
of the organization in the way. This ideology goed through the entire organization network of 
Scientology. Constantly „the good ones” must be differentiated from „the bad ones “, they must be 
sought out, unmasked, fought and „bad ones“ must be dealt with. For the implementation of ethics 
of Scientology has an enormous amount of regulations, frequently disproportionately hard sanctions 
(hard labour etc.) for slight deviations from the regulation of the Scientology Organisation plan, 
even if personal being to blame for it is missing. With the execution of „ethics “-measures human 
rights are violated. „Ethics” are enforced by a set of internal mechanisms. (See question 16.) 
Question 15 is to answer with a clear no (54).

Question 16: How does Scientology implement obedience? 

The precise observance of the so called „ethics“-guidelines, i.e. the scientologic behavior 
regulations is forced in the Scientology organization (SO) by the menace and the execution of 
unusually hard education measures (see question 15). "Nobody of us arranges or punishes gladly.  
But we are probably only humans on ground connection, who have the right, to punish…“ (55) L. 
Ron Hubbard.

For the enforcement of the „ethics “-guidelines inside and outside the Scientology Organisation 
there are different mechanisms. For the internal monitoring of the adherence to the guidelines are 
responsible „ethics officers of the ethics department“, „an ethics court“ and „a committee of the 
hearing of evidence“ (equipped with more internally „judicial“ authority). The sanctions are 
determined by means of written „ethics instructions“.

Each Scientologist has the possibility to address himself to these institutions because of „unethic 
behavior“ by other Scientologists. According to Hubbard not each statement counts directly much. 
„The ethics court“ orients itself at the respective „statistics“ of the complaining and the accused 
one. „The statistics“ measures „the production achievement“ of the employee, i.e. his sale of books 
or trainings. It is the logic of Scientology - Hubbard fixed this expressly - that a for the organization 
highly-productive Scientologe in injustice (KHA KHAN doctrine) (56). Uses one this doctrine 
consistently, it results that by supporters (see question 22) the principle that the purpose also 
sanctifies immoral means, illegal and criminal ways of acting, from which Scientology 
Organisation in the long run does not condemn, but approves of, if they are useful to the 
organization. „God and bad“ are measured thus on the for the system useful achievements (57). 

Even excesses of internal guidelines can be permitted after the KHA KHAN doctrine, if the one, 
who commits the offences, furnished sufficient money or services for the organization. On the other 
hand that which is unproductive at Scientology or has no „successes“ in the sense of the 
organization is a case for „the ethics department“. The scientologisc arbitration is generally suitable 
to grant effective legal protection. Since it is Scientologists forbidden with punishment to go to 
national courts the application of the KHA KHAN doctrine can practically lead to the complete 
denial of rights of the less „productive“ party in the scientologic arbitration.
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In addition the Denunziantentum (? Translator) is promoted. So each Scientologist is to deliver 
„knowledge reports“ regularly. Essential these reports are anyhow if a Scientologist experiences 
from his view „unethic“ behavior from another Scientologists (58). (see the questions 13 and 21.) 
The Scientology Organisation entitles itself according to their „ethics“-guideline also to punish the 
non-scientological world, because of their action against the system as far as it useful to the 
expansion of the Scientology Organisation. For the monitoring the as hostile estimated outside 
world „the office for special affairs“ (OSA) is generally responsible. This also has to organize the 
defense of the system outward. (See question 20.) 

Question 17: Why do Scientologists have their own lingo?

In the organization two languages are used next to each other, a generally comprehensible 
pseudoreligious in the propaganda writings intended for the public and an organization-internal 
technical special language. (See question 19.) 

An organization-internal language contributes to bulkhead themselves opposite the outside world 
and to bind the supporters still more closely to a group. (See question 18.) Hubbard „redefined“ 
therefore words and gave them new meaning. Consequently terms from the everyday life world can 
at Scientology have completely different meaning, like e.g. the term „ethics “. (See question 15.) 
Scientologists possess therefore own dictionaries (Dianetics and Scientology Technical Dictionary; 
Decay management Technology Defined; Technical term collection for Dianetics and Scientology - 
FWDS -), that contains hundreds in an “engineering kind” redefined words or new words. With the 
designation „downstat“ for example the condition of a Scientologist is defined, which is ill or 
confused. Starting point for this definition is the low production statistics of a coworker, who is 
reduced in its strength to be active for Scientology.

The new language is stamped in courses. This practice of the linguistic reeducation is a means of 
totalitarian systems, to steer and control which thinking and acting the system members (see in 
addition the function of the „new speak“ in George Orwells „1984 “). Who wants to understand and 
evaluate Scientology correctly, must therefore understand its special language aligned at the man-
machine model, and makes the argument more difficult. 

Question 18: How does propaganda in  Scientology function?

Scientology tried to hide their true core behind an enormous propaganda front that is paid for with 
enormous expenditure. This is the public front that Scientology is a harmless religious community, 
which is pursued as religious minority. In internal instructions of the Scientology organization (SO) 
the propaganda techniques used are described exactly. Hubbard refers for example to the following 
trick used by un-serious publications and relies thereby on the propaganda of totalitarian systems, 
like that communist and national socialist. Words are redefined in order to get a favourable opinion. 
In an essay Hubbard (59) writes:

„There are many examples of it. There are no natural changes of the language. They are changes of 
propaganda, carefully planned and accomplished, to get an advantage in public opinion for the 
group which operates propaganda. If one repeats the new definition often enough, one knows the 
public opinion will change through a change of meaning. (...) Psychiatry and psychiater are easily 
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redefined to mean an anti-social enemy of men. (...) That is a positive use of the technology, since 
the psychiatrist set up the record at inhumanity under mankind in one century for all times. (...) … 
we can redefine the modern psychology as a German military system, that was supported by 
American and other universities once, and that was used to get humans for the war when the 
government had difficulties with the summoning for the military service. (...) The way to redefine a 
word often consists of the repitition of the new definition as often as possible . Therefore it is 
necessarily to redefine medicine, psychiatry and psychology downward and to define Dianetics and 
Scientology upward. (...) A constant, repetitive effort is the key to each success with the propaganda 
technology.“

As the further important default for this scientologic propaganda Hubbard arranged to never pass 
one on „hostile campaign“ on the own lines. This means not to defend himself but always to attack 
(60). With its propaganda campaign against Germany Scientology adheres so far exact to the public 
relation strategy Hubbards. The Scientology Organisation ignored the criticism at its practices, 
raised in Germany, and defamed the measures of federation, countries and municipalities in 
Germany for the protection of the citizens from Scientology as „violations of human rights “. 

Question 19: How does Scientology cope with the truth?

For who for example comes into a loyalty conflict with the national authority, Hubbard has one 
rescue anchor ready: „True is what for you is truely.“ (61). Not objectivity, not facts and also not 
proofs are the basis of the scientologic truth term, these are oriented at the system Scientology 
alone.What is useful to the system is true. People who blew Scientology reported that they - 
released from each moral doubt - let themselves train to lie before court under oath (62). In the 
order from 24 April 1986 the public prosecutor's office at the regional court Munich I told the 
organization uses a linguistic double strategy for the deception of the public. It shows itself to the 
customer opposite in the garb of the scientist and psychotherapist. Opposite the critic however it 
shows itself in the garb of the priest, sells on the other hand courses „how to earn one more funds“. 
This practice shows the validity of double standards in the Scientology system. 

Question 20: How does Scientology respond to critics?

Scientology does not accept an argument over their goals and methods (63). Basis of this attitude is 
their requirement on world control. Only Scientology has the way and the psycho and social 
technology, in order to save the earth - the whole universe. Who places himself in the way of this 
order becomes „the enemy to the surviving of mankind“, which - according to Hubbard - also 
justifies the fight with all means against critics, particularly when they belong to „destructively anti-
social persons” or the „psychotics“. The Scientology founder developed for it the theory of the 
„suppressive person “- SP. Everyone that stands Scientology in the way is „a suppresive person“. 
According to Hubbard the SP is not only the anti-social person only, but it is beyond that absolutely 
the anti-Scientologist.

„If you would sift out… all those anti-social personalities… and if you would then separate from 
them you could feel a large relief. Likewise both socially and economically recovery could enter, if  
the community would recognize and isolate this type of personality as an ill nature, as it does now 
with people with smallpox into quarantine.“ (64) L. Ron Hubbard 
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Approximately 20% of the society are - according to Hubbard – a „potential trouble source“ (65) 
and approximately 2.5% SP's. It is valid to uncover, expose and fight them. Basis for the fight 
against „the SP's “ is the so called „Fair Game“-doctrine of the Scientologists. In the guideline, in 
which „the Fair Game“-doctrine is fixed, it says:

„ENEMY — SP Order. Fair game. May be deprived of property or injured by any means by any 
Scientologist without any discipline of the Scientologist. May be tricked, sued or lied to or 
destroyed.“ (66) 

The Scientology Organisation insists this guideline has been repealed. The way they handle critics 
however shows that the guideline is still used (67). In order to explore enemies of the Scientology 
and to intimidate and silence them the organization has its own secret service, the so called „office 
for special affairs” (68). A further task of the OSA is it to make the government shift and agree 
complety with the goals of Scientology (69). (See question 23.) 

According to materials classified as confidential by the Scientology Organisation, in particular the 
writing running under the cover name „manual of Justice“, and reports from high-ranking former 
functionaries (70) the agents of the OSA are drilled for the fight against enemies in attack 
techniques of operational psychology, like secret services from totalitarian states (71). And the OSA 
thereafter uses hard manipulation techniques in order to decompose the strength of the opponents 
and make them silence. To the soft measures belongs buying good behavior, to the hard techniques 
belongs the use of psychodrill up to the psychotorture and abusive revealing of intimate data, which 
were won in the auditing. (See the questions 10 and 22, case Wollersheim.)

Against critics and its opposition the SO determines „loudly “or covertly with secretservice 
methods (72); they are indicated, defamed, exposed and sued publicly, threatened, troubled 
sometimes and tormented to the attrition also psychologically. In the USA from there some media 
are afraid already to take position openly against Scientology.

„Locate the possible annoyance causers, look out for people which spread rumors. Find then the 
eliminator and pull the trigger“. (73) L. Ron Hubbard.

The OSA is aimed to fully research the private life of critics after honour-active facts, in order to be 
able to discredit those in the public. The following instructions speak for itself: „The department 
must know that press and public are interested in murder, robberies, destruction, use of force, sex, 
and dishonesty - in this order. Investigations which uncover these factors in the activities of persons 
or groups that attack Scientology are valuable in the measure, as they contain a number of these 
factors.“ (74) 

Because according to this guideline opponents of the Scientology Organisation were systematically 
and intensively questioned and are still questioned intensively by the security authorities extensive 
evidence is present. Some critics, against whom loading material of this kind could not be found, 
became such put underneath. This happened not only in the USA, but also in Germany. 

Purposefully is also to find the so called „ruin“, the most vulnerable place of the critic. That can be 
valid both for the critic and for governments. Scientology obviously sees „the point of ruin” of 
Germany in its national socialist past. Thus it explains the international campaign of the 
Scientologists, which equate the Federal Republic of Germany with „Nazi Germany “. The 
Scientologists places itself thereby on a stage with the pursued Jews in the Third Reich. This 
comparison caused violent protest as lampooning the victims of the national socialism in the world. 
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The particular agent of the human rights commission of the United Nations called the comparison 
shocking.

Question 21: Does Scientology infiltrate the economy? 

For the introduction of the scientologic methods in the economy the Scientology organization (SO) 
created „the World Institutes Of Scientology Enterprises” in the year 1979, abbreviated WISE. A 
goal of this world-wide subsidiary organization is to systematically occupy key positions in 
important business enterprises and to create a powerful umbrella organization of scientologic or 
scientologic led companies, in order to increase the sphere of influence of the Scientology 
Organisation in the society. (See the Organigram printed in the appendix.) WISE member firms, 
which sell Hubbards „technology“ as personal, management or management consultants, pay up to 
15% of their gross sales (not their profit) to the Scientology Organisation as royalty (75). These 
incomes are used for the further development of the system. Scientology admits openly that it is a 
task of the WISE Topmanagements, „to introduce the administrative technology of L. Ron Hubbard 
in enterprises of their country, other combinations, municipalities, countries and governments“ (76).

„Conquer, no matter how, the key positions, the position as chairmen of the woman federation, as a 
personnel chief of a company, as directors/conductors of a good orchestra, as a secretary of the 
director, as advisors of the trade union - any key position. “(77) 
L. Ron Hubbard 

If this is reached, above all „the scientologic ethics is used“ in (see question 15) the enterprise or 
federation. The experience shows that in companies, which are restructured according to the 
scientologic principles, beside normal personnel documents also „ethics documents“ are put (see the 
questions 13 and 16) by coworkers that employee over colleague denunciate „knowledge reports“ to 
make and that employees are pushed to the participation in scientologic courses. Who refuses itself 
accepting „the scientologische ethics “in the enterprise must count on a notice. The Bavarian 
federation for security in the economy registered association sees therefore also by the penetration 
the Scientology Organisation into the economy above all dangers for the operating peace and the 
competitive ability of the enterprises (78). The way, as Scientology wants to drive their coworkers 
again and again to new maximum output, calls the Federal Labor Court in its resolution of 22. 
March 1995 - related to the Org in Hamburg - „despising humans“ (79) (see question 3). Active 
WISE companies particularly within the range of personnel switching and management training 
courses, in the computer industry and in the real estate business. 

Question 22: Is Scientology a criminal organisation?

The higher administrative court for the country North Rhine-Westphalia decided 31 May 1996 that 
a number of critical expressions on Scientology cannot be forbidden to the Federal Minister for 
work and social order. In addition the statement, „the ringleaders of Scientology are criminal ones“, 
and the use of the term „criminal money laundering organization“ (80). 

This resolution adds itself in the order of the public prosecutor's office at the regional court Munich 
I from 24 April 1986, which described the Scientology organization (SO) among other things as 
follows: „Scientology… also used secretservice methods for the internal defense and outside 
opponents of the organization, operated in the frontier to the unlawfulness and is if necessary not 
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afraid to back criminal actions back“ (81).

In the order from 17 June 1994 the public prosecutor's office at the regional court Hamburg 
answered negatively to Scientology being present of a criminal combination in the sense § 129 
penal code. The Scientology Organisation however at the same time was assessed to be 
criminogenic and certifies as an incompatible structure in the value order of the constitution (82).

Reference points for it are in a multiplicity of obligatory Scientology guidelines, in which one 
requests illegal actions or such are approved of. Furthermore Scientology regards under ignoring 
the ethos law and the democratic order as „illegaly“ which (by the Scientology Organisation 
required high) statistics and instructions of the organization. (See the examples in the answer 
mentioned under question 20.) 

This results from the in the dictionary „Modern Management Technology Defined“ printed 
definition of the term „illegaly“. This definition can be held out against the frequently expressed 
excuse of the Scientology Organisation, illegal activities are to be due only to non-authorized 
actions of individual coworkers for whom the Scientology Organisation is not to be responsible. 
The dissociation of the Scientology Organisation from such illegal actions is from there to be rated 
as a pure propaganda maneuver. Examples of criminal procedures and judgements against 
Scientology as well as results of national investigations at home and abroad: 

(As for the lawyer-like texts the following was hard to translate... Translator)

● In Germany: Condemnation of a Scientologists by the district court Munich with judgement from 
18 July 1975 to a fine of 100 daily rates because of aid to the falsification of documents and wrong 
suspecting. Corruptibility reproach was designed against an official of the military administration 
who did not want to release a scientologic „clergyman“ from the military service. (83). 

● in France: Condemnation of L. Ron Hubbard on 14 February 1978 because of fraud to an 
imprisonment of four years and a fine of 30.000 francs (84).

● in the USA: Condemnation of nine high functionaries of the Scientology - under them the wife of 
L. Ron Hubbard - on 26 October 1979 by an American Federal court because of theft and 
conspiracy against the government. (The procedure concerned the theft of numerous authority 
documents by Scientology agents, infiltrating of authorities and the installation of monitors) (85). 

● in Germany: Preliminary investigation of the public prosecutor's office at the regional court 
Munich I against the center of the Scientology Organisation in Munich in the year 1984 because of 
tax evasion (86). (The procedure against the responsible person had been dismissed because the 
pursuit was too long ago. This had him escape the procedure. )

● in Germany: Condemnation to a fine of 70 daily rates and/or caution with reservation of a fine of 
40 daily rates of two Scientologists by judgement of the Youth Jury Berlin Zoo from 3 July 1984 
because of joint unlawful detention and dangerous bodily injury. The perpetrators brought on behalf 
of the chief a then-ex-Scientologist under obligation into the areas of the local SO-church and held 
her there for 45 minutes. This was to clarify over the height of reclaims (87). 

● In Switzerland: Condemnation of two Scientologists in the year 1987 by the criminal court Basel 
city to many-month terms of imprisonment, because they had persuaded a mentally handicapped to 
the purchase of courses for approx. 60,000 Swiss Francs (88). 
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● in the USA: Decision of the supreme court of appeals of the State of California from 18 July 1989 
in the case Wollersheim (89). (Those „Church Of Scientology Of California“ was condemned in 
this case to the payment of damages at height of 2.5 million dollar. The court stated that 
Wollersheim, through psychotorture and brainwashing suffered heavy health damage, had been 
pushed to leave his wife and family, and by a retaliation campaign after „the Fair Game“-guideline 
was floated into the financial ruin.) In May 2002 the Scientology Organisation paid Wollersheim, 
being entitled payment of damages, a sum that had increased in the meantime by interest to 8.67 
million dollar. After press reports the Scientology Organisation wanted thereby avoid more details 
judicial investigation of their company structure to be forestalled, which could have endangered 
their tax exemption (90).

● in Switzerland: Condemnation of four Scientologists in the year 1990 by the district court Zurich, 
essentially confirmed by the Federal court, because of fraud to terms of imprisonment, because they 
had persuaded a mentally handicapped to the purchase of courses and teaching materials for all 
together 12,000 Swiss Francs (91)

● in Germany: Condemnation of two leading Scientologists on 29 August 1994 in Rostock because 
of tax evasion at height of 1,5 million DM (92). 

● In Germany: Condemnation of the chairman of the Scientology association NARCONON 
registered association because of bad practice of the medicine in 200 cases by the district court Bad 
Miesbach on 12 January 1995 (93).

● in Germany: Condemnation of a Scientologists by the regional court Hamburg of 20. March 1995 
because of offense and other in connection with the spreading the Scientology brochure „hate and 
propaganda“ (94).

● in Germany: Condemnation of a Scientologists in Baden-Wuerttemberg on 28 November 1995 
because of a murder threat against the regional chairmen of the CDU pupil union (95).

● in France: Closing of the Scientology center in Paris because of tax evasion and collection of a 
demand for tax of 100 million franc in the year 1995 (96).

● in France: Condemnation of the former director/conductor of the Scientology Organisation in 
Lyon in Octobers 1996 because of negligent homicide and fraud to three years imprisonment as 
well as to 500,000 francs fine; fourteen other members of Scientology received probation sentences 
between eight months and two years as well as fines because of fraud or aid to fraud (97); with 
resolution of the court of appeal Lyon of 28. July 1997 the detention against the former 
director/conductor of Scientology in Lyon on the probation was suspended; five further supporters 
received probation sentences from eight months up to one year and fines from 10.000 to 20.000 
francs. 

● In Greece: Dissolution of the Athener Scientology church on 7 October 1996 through in the 
appeal confirmed court order. (The court saw it as proven that Scientology was an organization with 
totalitarian structures, that submits humans to „brainwashing”) (98).

● in Norway: Condemnation of the Scientology on 14 October 1996 by the upper court for the court 
district Borgarting for the achievement of a payment of damages sum of 600.000 Norwegian 
crowns plus 249.466 Norwegian crowns law costs to a former member. (The court saw it as proven 
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on that the plaintiff of the Scientology was tempted to take up several loans and that the method, 
with the Scientology of courses and documents had offered „represented no responsible way of 
acting“) (99).

● in Italy: Condemnation of 29 members of the Scientology Organisation on 2 December 1996 to 
imprisonments by a criminal court in Milan because of education of a criminal combination (100); 
the judgement became from the highest court of appeal in Rome waived and to the renewed 
negotiation referred back. Circumstances determined by the criminal court after a detailed hearing 
of evidence show the regular Köderung (? Translator) of the customer their economic exploitation 
and psychological subjecting.

● in Canada: Condemnation of the Scientology Organisation to a fine of 250,000 dollar and a 
Scientology member to one fine of 5,000 dollar. (The court stated that itself on reason of 
Scientology or members of the organization among other things at the police of the province 
Ontario and the Ministry of Justice of Ontario applied, after their attitude under offence against their 
oaths of office copies confidential Documents had stolen and them Scientology had passed on.) The 
measure of punishment is from the responsible supreme court of appeals to 18. April 1997 
confirmed (101).

● in Belgium: Punishing investigations against the Scientology Organisation since October 1999 
with approx. 25 raids because of fraud and other criminal offences. Thousands of personal dossiers 
were seized about supporters, officials, politicians and journalists were contained, in which, under 
offence of the Belgian data protection act, detailed medical information, over the concerned people, 
reports on their life and sexual behavior, data concerning their families and „confessions“ with the 
use of the Scientologists used „E-meter “. The investigations are still going on (102). In the 
meantime an examining magistrate has approximately nine member of the Scientology Organisation 
accusated of fraud, injury of privacy, illegal practice of the pharmacist and occupation of physician 
as well as because of membership in a criminal organisation (103). 

● In France: Condemnation of the former regional responsible person of the Scientology 
Organisation in Marseille in November 1999 because of fraud to two years imprisonment, by which 
18 months were suspended on the probation, and to 100,000 francs fine; four further members of 
the Scientology Organisation received detentions from six months to one year on probation. Those 
people, through the sale of medical-therapeutic treatments, had taken away sometimes substantial 
fortune from ten persons between 1987 and 1990 (104).

● in France the report „of the interministerial working group for sect fight“ (MILS) was regarding 
the Scientology Organisation among other things to the result in January 2000 that Scientology 
 threatens the human rights and the social equilibrium
 is an organization with totalitarian structure
 ignored the inherently values of humans and represents an impairment of the public order
 is a foreign secret federation whose secret activities proceed from a strange power
 permanently ignores the laws and 
 belongs to groups that try continually (and with some success) to infiltrate democratic institutes 

and official international and private organizations, and must effectively be fought against and 
dissolved (105).  

● in France: Condemnation of the Scientology Organisation in the region Ile-de-France in May 
2002 by Paris courts to a fine of 8.000 €. The chairman of the organization received a punishment 
of 2.000 €. Thus the conviction in the year 1997 in Canada against the Scientology Organisation for 
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punishment again was imposed. The condemnation took place because of an offence against the 
data protection act and unfair advertisement for the purpose of fraudulent machinations (106).

● the Scientology appraisal from the year 2002 contains referring to the following organization-
typical criminal offences: 

 § 263 StGB (fraud) § 5 welfare practical man law (welfare PRG) 
 § 130 Abs.2 No. 1 A StGB (incitement of the masses)
 § 201 StGB (injury of the privacy of the word) 
 § 129 StGB (education of a criminal combination).
 46 Are beyond that in individual cases above all the following further Criminal offences are 

possible: § 229 StGB (negligent bodily injury)
 §§ 223 and/or 229, 13 StGB (bodily injury by omitting) § 240 StGB (compulsion)
 § 291 StGB (usury) (107).

The Bavarian office for the Constitutional Protection was ordered due to the expert's 
assessment to to continue the observation of the Scientology Organisation as organized 
crime.

In reports from people who blew Scientology in the USA still heavier criminal offences by 
responsible persons of the Scientology Organisation in the USA as for example murder orders 
against American critics are described.

Question 23: Is Scientology an anticonstitutional organization? 

The authorities for the protection of the constitution in Germany have the legal task to observe 
efforts that are directed against the liberal democratic constitutional structure (= anticonstitutional 
efforts). They must get active, if actual reference points for such efforts are present. On the basis of 
the final report of one working group of the constitution authorities for the protection was formed 
particularly to examination of this question, has the Conference of the Ministers of the Interior and - 
senators of the countries unanimously stated on their meeting on 5./6. June 1997 that at the 
Scientology organization (SO) such actual reference points are present and the legal conditions for 
the observation are given to the organization by the protection of the constitution. This final report 
over 200 sides is a comprehensive result of a systematic examination and evaluation of the 
protection of the constitution authorities to SO available material. The report shows clearly the 
incompatability of the political objectives and the activities of Scientology with the basic principles 
the liberal democratic constitutional structure:

● Scientology strives for another society, in which non scientologists become managed by the 
leaders from Scientology with from their view technology superior. (See also source reference 23 in 
the appendix of this publication.)

● Scientology wants to establish its own, for all obligatory juridical system with „Scientology 
standards “, without course of law warranty, without legal hearing, without legal and independent 
judge as well as without according-to-law administration.

● Scientology plans such in place of independent courts, those the standardised technologies given 
by Scientology convert.

● Scientology ignores the human rights (art. 1 constitution) and the principle of equality (art. 3 
constitution), as only „clarified“ Scientologists are entitled of rights, not the aberrated.
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● Scientology ignores the fundamental right of the free expression of opinion (art. 5 constitution), 
as Scientology suppresses criticism at all - also illegal - means.

● Scientology organizes itself in a totalitarian form, which includes force and arbitrary government. 
A report on first observation results was submitted to the conference of the secretaries of the 
interiors for their autumn meeting 1998. The report is held ready in the Internet under the following 
address: http://www.im.nrw.de/inn/doks/vs/blagsc.pdf (report is in German, translator).

The annually updated results of the observation through the authorities for the protection of the 
constitution of the federation and the countries can be likewise taken from the Internet. The reports 
of the Bavarian office of a federal state for protection of the constitution are on the Internet under 
the following address: http://www.verfassungsschutz.bayern.de

The Administrative Court of Saarland has rejected  29. March 2001 a complaint of the Scientology 
church Germany registered association (SKD) against the observation of the plaintiff by the office 
of a federal state for Protection of the constitution Saarland. According to a statement of the Court 
the appropriate conditions for these measure are fulfilled, the actual reference points for en version-
hostile efforts of the plaintiff are present. Up the request of the plaintiff the appointment became in 
the meantime certified (108).

On 13 December 2001 the Administrative Court Berlin decided on a complaint of the Scientology 
church Berlin registered association (SKB) according to the complaint request that the citizens of 
Berlin Land authority for protection of the constitution has to omit the recruitment and the 
employment of members or coworkers of the SKB as paid V-people. The employment of other 
intelligence means by the authority for the protection of the constitution remains untouched of it 
(109). 

With a system of hard psycho and socialtechnical measures the Scientology Organisation wants not 
only to suppress and steer individual humans, but also to penetrate the society and the state and 
elimination more democratically principles.

The goal „CLEAR planet“ describes therefore the intention that the organization is to introduce 
world-wide an anti-democratic system of government.

Question 24: What is Scientology really?

In the opinion of the Bavarian Department of the inside State the Scientology organization is a 
world-wide active company which pretends to be a religious community, uses  psycho-manipulation 
and psychoterror, and also stands in the suspicion to pursue, if necessary with criminal methods, 
totalitarian political goals. The sale runs thereby over a sales network.  Scientology achieves goals 
by the sale from trainings to the personality change and of management technology. Supporters are 
educated using the trainings and the techniques with it (praehypnosis, hypnosis, programmed 
learning and drillmethods), and will then blindly devote to the system. 

Question 25: How dangerous is Scientology?
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The system Scientology is not compatible with the picture of free humans and our democratic order. 
Also abroad Scientology turns out increasingly in conflict with state and society, as legal 
proceedings show. (See question 22)

Each person is exposed to various and serious dangers as customer, member or critic of the 
Scientology organization (SO). Who then use services (e.g. psychotests, courses) is threatened with 
financial exploitation, (see question 14), indebtedness and dependence. Beyond that exists dangers 
of health damage by inappropriate and abusive use of psychotechnics (110) (see question 12.) 
Members the Scientology Organisation are withheld as persons employed rights from the German 
work and social security right (111). Critics of the Scientology Organisation become anti-social as 
„SP's“, „and „spirit-ill “persons designated, criminal ones on an equal footing, and must count on 
pursuit and threat (112). (see question 20) 

The economy is endangered by infiltration efforts of the Scientology Organisation. (see question 
21), the application „of the scientologic technology“ in the economy arranges heavy damage into 
that enterprises on, because the social relations an absolute control and command system to be 
subjected, that takes no consideration on human needs. Institut of the German economy has 
described the dangers of more scientologic manipulation in the economy with the words 
„psychological deformation, up to the ruin who were to blame for, extortable coworkers, economics 
and defraudation, disloyalty, promotion in the office, unfair competition and offences against those 
obligation to secrecy“ (113). Danger threatens our liberal democratic constitutional structure. 
Special plans of Scientology describe, how authorities and governments are to be infiltrateted and 
made willing. A goal of Scientology is the removal of the democratic state and the mechanism of a 
new „scientologic social and state order“ (see question 7).
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II. What does the state undertake against Scientology?

Scientology endangers public security and order. Bavaria has therefore under leadership of the 
Department of the inside State developed a comprehensive 15 points catalog against Scientology 
and supplemented and updated this after expert's assessment. A goal of the catalog is to protect the 
citizens of our democratic constitutional structure against the practices of the organization. It is 
however not a goal of the catalog of out-bordering individual Scientology supporters that are not 
perpetrators but victims.

The best protection from Scientology is the informed citizen, who knows the system and its 
methods. Therefore Bavaria clarifies up on many ways - among other things with this publication - 
over Scientology.

An abundance of reference points proves that Scientology pursues anticonstitutional goals. The 
organization therefore stands under observation of the authorities for the protection of the 
constitution.

Applicants for the public service in Bavaria get asked about their contacts to Scientology. (See also 
source reference 23 in the appendix of this publication) Thereby is prevented a Scientology 
supporter who is not loyal to the democracy and to the state become a public service infiltrate. In 
each individual case all for and against an attitude of speaking circumstances are carefully weighed 
out. With these questionings the public institutions take in Germany the same right like other states 
of, e.g. the USA, in requirement, to protect the public service from enemies coming in (114).

As examples show, Scientology tries, particularly over consultation and trainings in the personnel 
management to win EDP-range influence on state and economics. The public clients in Bavaria 
demand therefore before the assignment of orders to private companies within sensitive ranges (e.g. 
personal and management training courses; series of lectures and advanced training; research and 
investigation missions) an explanation of their contracting parties, that do not work according to the 
techniques of the Scientology founder L. Ron Hubbard.

Further national measures to the protection from Scientology are in preparation. Bavaria prepares 
on the basis of the Bill of the Upper House of Parliament from 19 December 1997 a renewed 
initiative for the legal regulation of the so called psychomarket on which „commercial life 
mastering assistance are offered“ with the goal to a personality development and - improvement. 
Scientology is as more dubious offerer on this new market. In this so far legally unsettled service 
sector the consumers become pretty often victims of businessmen and Kurpfuschern (? Translator). 
By a set of regulations (e.g. the obligation for clearing-up over the qualification of the aide, its 
applied methods and the goal of a course, the disclosure of the total costs for the trainings, the 
necessity for writing for such contracts as well as a revocation and a right to give notice) the legal 
position of the consumer is to be strengthened, without making for it regulations regarding the 
selection of the offers (115).

The Upper House of Parliament requested the Federal Government upon the request of the countries 
Bavaria and Baden-Wuerttemberg, also to introduce a association-legal preliminary investigation 
against Scientology to the examination of a prohibition of the organization. The Scientology 
appraisal sees clear reference points for the consideration of an association prohibition particularly 
because of penal law-adverse activity and purposes (116). 
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III. How to protect yourself against Scientology

Inform about the system Scientology!

Who knows Scientology, how the system functions, does not become a gullible victim of the 
organization. The media report again and again on Scientology. Also a set of books contains very 
good information (see section V of this publication).

Scientology is not about your well-being, but about profit and world 
domination! 

If you should come with Scientology into relationship, think of the following:

 You are dealing with a sales organization aligned on absolute maximization of profit, that 
wants to sell you services to alleged improvement of your personality or your company with 
extremely dubious sales methods for expensive money. The profits get invested in the 
inconsiderate spreading of the system.

 Doubt that already for a participation in trainings lower stages altogether amounts can result 
to magnitude in the order of up to 50.000 €. Fees for the use of the scientologic enterprise 
techniques in your enterprise can amount to up to 15% of the gross sales.

 Irrespective of of which course-agreement you have reached and irrespective of which 
position you have coworkers in the organization, you must buy yourself further alleged 
personality improvement on „the bridge to the complete freedom “also despite any earnings/
services for the organization. The prices for connection courses become usually ever higher.

 The more course you took part in, the weaker becomes your resistance to buy a next course, 
even if its price is astronomically high. Did you due to the training used up your whole 
fortune already, you wil get loans in substantial height to pay further courses. Scientology 
will here hardly hold back you, but the advertisement continue to buy a next course in all 
rule will be strengthened. Do not count on compassion. This virtue is at Scientology a thing 
to get rid of by training. 

Don't let advertisement and propaganda of the Scientology 
Organisation deceive you! 

Scientology permits to its members to say the untruth if it is useful to the system. This is valid 
particularly with sale of the services. The solicitors are perfectly drilled on the application of 
shameless selling techniques.

Scientology tries to hide its true goals behind a front established with enormous expenditure on 
propaganda. For this purpose it has e.g. sumptuously illustrated brochures and books in the four-
color printing on glazed paper and it has subsidiary organizations, such as the superficial for drug-
dependents, convicts, psychologically ill humans and low-power pupils or for human rights and 
freedom of religion. In reality these subsidiary organizations however are the bridgeheads of the 
system contempting for human beings over its totalitarian ideology and practice in our democratic 
to spread and for the overall organisation influence and power provide society. 
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Do not assume Scientology does not have a chance with you!

Scientology understands it, to sell everyone its trainings to the alleged improvement of its personal 
or vocational situation. The refined psycho and social techniques work faster, than the customer 
believes. Who from curiosity wants to play with Scientology, becomes fast the ball himself.

Do not give to Scientology your address!

Addresses are for Scientology starting points for intensive advertising measures. Cases documented, 
in those Scientology the return of a light for order from books or documentation to the cause took to 
take up by telephone or personally contact to urge for completing the psychotests or the sale of 
books and courses.

Be careful when contracting services in sensitive ranges!

Scientology is particularly active, where fast and effectively influence can be practiced on humans 
or enterprises (e.g. in the education and education range, also with helping instruction for pupils, in 
the operating and personnel consultation, in management training, in the EDP-consultation). If you 
have doubts, you can be confirmed in writing that the contractor neither works after a technology 
from L. Ron Hubbard or its coworkers have completed training courses, courses or seminars at 
Scientology. Such an protection explanation the employer can in justified cases also require his 
employee before signing a work contract. People in search of a job at the labour office: if a place is 
offered, this also communicates whether one leads the enterprise after the management principles of 
Scientology (117). 

In case of problems with Scientology you immediately require expert 
assistance!

If you get  into trouble with Scientology, you absolutely need expert assistance of persons, who 
know the Scientology system. Usually the customer can not rise against the techniques of luring and 
threat. That is valid also for the case of employees in an enterprise led after the management 
principles of Scientology or from you to be sent to a management training by your enterprise, in 
which scientologic methods are are used actively.

The Scientology crisis advisory board with the Bavarian national youth welfare office helps with 
problems concerning Scientology and its private surrounding field. This advisory board is attainable 
in all of Bavaria to the town center call tariff by telephone. Besides are the district administration 
authorities (district administration offices and circle-free cities) first liaison points. In section IV of 
this publication beyond that also different helping and supporting mechanisms are specified.

Make your rights valid after a separation from Scientology!

In case you separate from Scientology pretty often controversy breaks loose about the repayment of 
course fees yet to be used. Problems arise frequently then, if additional payments from you are 
required, because you took up courses as Scientology coworkers at a discount („Freeloaderbill “). 
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The Scientology appraisal comes in its civil evaluation to the result that several services from the 
offer pallet of the Scientology Organisation - in particular with the so called processing courses, 
those represent  the main offer at Scientology, and with achievements, which are based on the 
scientologic ethics technology (PTS/SP Rundown, O/W minute, Leaving Staff Confessionals) - the 
which are the basis contracts are futile. In these cases the customers can completely reclaim paid 
payment for those courses at Scientology. Claims for damages remain untouched (118). Examine 
whether you have for your part still requirements against the Scientology organization (SO), e.g. if 
you received no content or a too small salary or if the Scientology Organisation exhausted no social 
insurance contributions. Examine, whether the requirements to quit Scientology Organisation 
validly exist. Get yourselves advice if necessary with an attorney. Some attorneys experienced in 
handling Scientology are mentioned in section IV of this publication.

In case you or a member should be put under pressure or threatened after your separating from the 
Scientology Organisation contact the police immediately!
